
OCEANIA JUNIOR AGED OPEN CHAMPIONSHIPS 
 
When the Oceania Squash Federation was formed in 1992 one of its key objectives was a 
commitment towards fostering junior development and increased opportunities for junior players in 
the Oceania Region. 
 
In support of this objective the Oceania Junior Aged Open Squash Championships were 
established, specifically to provide players in the region competition in a tournament environment 
against players both from within their region as well as against players from other member 
countries of the World Squash Federation, particularly those from our near Asian neighbours. 
 
The Championships also creates an opportunity for cultural experience as part of player 
development at junior level, in addition to attracting more players to squash in general. 
 
1st Oceania Junior Championships - 1992 
The 1st Oceania Junior Championships were hosted by Squash New Zealand at the Henderson 
Club, Auckland.   
 
Overseas players were offered free billeting with local families, although some countries elected to 
have their players stay in motel accommodation. 
 
Transport and lunches were provided to players and officials.  Social functions included the Open 
Ceremony, Singles Competition Prize Giving Dinner and a Farewell Function at the conclusion of 
the Teams Competition.   
 
2nd Oceania Junior Championships - 1993 
The 2nd Championships were hosted by Ligue Caledonienne De Squash in Noumea, New 
Caledonia. 
 
Transport and lunches were provided to players and officials. Players were billeted at schools and 
with local families.  Social functions included the Opening Function and Prize Giving Closing 
Function. 
 
3rd Oceania Junior Championships – 1995 
Squash Australia hosted the 3rd Oceania Junior Championships in Mackay, North Queensland. 
 
Transport was provided for players and officials.  Billets were arranged, although some countries 
elected to utilise motel accommodation.  Sample bags of goods and gifts from local businesses 
were presented to players and officials at the Welcome Function. 
 
A Civic Reception, arranged by the Mackay City Council, welcomed players and officials, as well 
as Trophy Presentation at the conclusion of the Singles Competition and a Farewell Function at the 
conclusion of the Team Events. 
 
 
Further Oceania Junior Championships 
Due to difficulties in raising funds for junior players to travel to the Oceania Juniors, in addition to 
an increased commitment by a number of countries to the Pacific and Pacific Mini Games, and 
commitments by Australia and New Zealand to other international junior events, no further Oceania 
Junior Aged Squash Championships have been held to date. 
 
Arrangements for hosting the 4th Oceania Junior Championships are currently being determined for 
2010. 
 
Member countries and promoters are urged to consider conducting these Championships.  Any 
interested persons should contact the Oceania Squash Federation and express their interest.
