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2010 Activity Report 
The PNGSRF in 2010 has had to refocus it’s efforts on the development of the sport within the country and particularly address the decline in membership across the country. In doing a long hard look from within was pertinent to the development of the sport. The executives came to the consensus that the current structure was not conducive to  development of Squash within the country as there was little participation from outer centres or growth with the exception of the Port Moresby Squash Club where the executives of POM Squash were the also the executives of  PNGSRF.
The executive committee in light of these made several decisions in the interest of the development of the sport. Two new committee members were brought on to help promote and develop Squash within the country. The positions were Directors Squash Development and Director Junior Development. The appointees being Mr. John Kambuou, OBE, former CEO of the PNG Sports Foundation. Also on board was former squash great Mr. Kevin Bender, who was director squash development for Brisbane as well as being a squash professional and PNG’s No.1 in the sixties and seventies.
In addition to this, the committee started developing a strategic direction needed for the development of squash over the next five years. This is encapsulated in our strategic plan which is currently being finalized. The plan addresses several key issues needed to get squash back on it’s correct path. The key success factors in the plan include; Governance, Sporting Excellence, Development/ Participation and Partnerships. Various aspects of the plan are already being implemented and success of these are being reviewed constantly.

One aspect of the plan being implemented currently was to have a structured tournament calendar annually. This would comprise of several tournaments locally and internationally for the development of our players and keeping the domestic squash scene vibrant. To this we conducted the PNG and the Oceania Squash Titles last year successfully but a little more can be done to attract more international participation. Participation at the Commonwealth Games by Squash was limited to two players by PNG Sports Federation. We are hoping to change this as it would be one of the pathways to achieving sporting excellence.
